Lithuania responsible for or related to the regulation, design, implementation, supervision and control of environment
accessibility and inclusion in Lithuania, requesting them to take actions to address the challenges listed below:

1. Create high-quality urban open spaces through solutions for humanised
inclusive environments, shaping local identity, involve stakeholders in the
search for solutions; while evaluating projects and objects nominated for
awards assess the entries according to their compliance with the requirements of
an inclusive environment

2. Include mandatory and additional accessibility and inclusion issues and
objectives in the brief programme and other procurement documents of
each plan, project and work program prepared by municipalities, and monitor
their implementation in projects and facilities.

3. Update the technical regulation for construction STR Accessibility of
structures based on the comments and proposals from the specialists and
stakeholders, evaluate the proposal for a full national regulation without a link to
ISO

4. Ensure that newly developed and renovated entrances from streets to
the land plots in Lithuanian cities do not interrupt pedestrian and bicycle
paths, and that the requirements of the technical regulation for construction STR
"Streets and local roads" are clear and unambiguous.
